   Strength:  

(i) Encouraging and motivating students for pursuing higher study.  

(ii) Understanding between the teachers is satisfactory.  

(iii) The department of history at Panchthupi Haripada Gouribala College has shown great 

strength in adapting to the challenges of the pandemic by utilizing technology to deliver 

high-quality education to our students.

(i) The pandemic has disproportionately affected economically disadvantaged students in the 

department of history at Panchthupi Haripada Gouribala College, many of whom have 

struggled to access e-learning due to financial constraints. 

 

(ii) The cost of internet access and technology can be a significant barrier for low-income 

students, and the pandemic has made it even more challenging for them to stay connected 

and engaged with their studies.
